P Please dress in warm, comfortable layers,
several thin layers are better than heavy
jackets or parkas.

Thin nylon socks keep feet warmer
than heavy cotton ones. Avoid all bulky socks
in skates. Round backed helmets are strongly
encouraged for all young beginners. Pointed
back bike helmets will not be allowed on the ice.

P All students are strongly encouraged to take
full advantage of the practice ice time provided

with each program, as a minimum.

Additional practice ice is available for purchase,
along with private lessons, to accelerate your

progress, take you to the next level ot just work
out on a specific skill.
